EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 

1. Trust House and The Birchall Trust have been grant funded by the PCC to provide 
counselling services for children and young people pan-Lancashire. 

2. In order to provide this facility in the Burnley area, a partnership has been agreed 
allowing the organisations to use the town's Princes' Trust building on a cost-free 
basis. 

3. To make the rooms fit for purpose, Trust House has indicated they would require some 
soft furnishings and play equipment for the children and young people. 

4. A one-off grant of £1,000 is required to bring the rooms up to standard and allow 
successful delivery of the counselling service. 

 

RECOMMENDATION 
 
That the Police and Crime Commissioner approves a one-off grant of £1,000 for Trust House 
and The Birchall Trust to use to furnish the new facilities. 
 
That this money be taken from the Proceeds of Crime Act (POCA) funding available to the
